Jan Ebeling

Jan Ebeling emigrated to the United States in 1984 after growing up in Germany and
apprenticing for late German master Herbert Rehbein for many years. In 1998, Jan became
an American citizen and competed for the United States for the first time. From 1998 to
2003, Jan won several titles of champion and reserve champion at our national
championships held in Gladstone, NJ on horses such as Gucci, Ricardo, Liberte, and
Feleciano.

In 2003, Jan won a spot on the Pan American team in Santo Domingo, aboard Feleciano,
and clinched the gold medal for the United States when he was the highest ranked USA
team competitor. Jan and Feleciano finished 5th owverall at the Pan Am Games individually.
In 2006, Rafalca, a 1997 Oldenburg mare, was purchased for Jan to ride and compete.
Jan has shown and competed in the World Cup in 2007, 2009, and 2011. In 2011, Jan and
Rafalca were the highest ranked USA riders at the World Cup in Leipzig, Germany. In July
2011, Jan was a member of the USA team in Aachen. Jan and Rafalca have been ranked
27th on the World Ranking list during 2011.

In addition to Jan's heavy competition and training schedule, Jan will be the Adult
Amateur clinician for CDS during 2012, is also a member of the High Performance Dressage
Eligible Athlete Committee, and conducts clinics nationally and internationally, as well as
having a full training business. His family is an important part of his life, he enjoys
spending time hiking, biking, snorkeling, and traveling with his wife, Amy and son, Ben.

Clinic Rider Orientation

* The clinic is organized over a three day period Friday evening through Sunday.

* Riders should plan to arrive on Friday and allow encugh time to get their horse settled in and comfortable with the
surroundings.

* The clinic officially begins with a mandatory meeting for the riders on Friday night.

* A potluck/pizza dinner is planned for Friday evening and is open to the riders and their grooms.

* Riders are encouraged to bring a sroom. Trainers are encouraged to attend and support their riders.

* Riders will be introduced to the Clinician and the Clinician will explain what to expect from the clinic and answer rider questions
* The scheduleis handed out and all release forms are signed and collected. On the two riding days of the clinic, the riders are
required to attend all portions of the clinic which may i tending di during the day.

You are walking your
horse who is colicky, you are waiting for the vet and it is
the lonliest night of your life. | have been there and ex-
perienced this. However, my latest experience with a col-
icky horse was much different. While it is not pleasant,
there was comfort and support from fellow boarders and
members of the horse community.

| got the call that my horse was acting differently, as no-
ticed by one of the owners who was putting grains to-
gether. My horse usually was at the fence very interested
in this activity, in case any would fall her way. This night
she was lying down, standing up and engaging in other
colicky behavior. Isn’tit great that we are aware of other
horses’ behaviors, not just our own horse?

When | got to the barn there were 5 fellow horse people
there watching her, removing food from her stall and con-
cerned for her welfare. While | walked her, we consulted
on courses of action, people spelled me walking her and
generally were helpful. After | made the decision to call
the vet, these folks stayed at the barn and waited with me
through his arrival and treatment.

While nothing can make the worry over your horse go
away when they are sick, it is very comforting to have
people around and supportive. This is the horse commu-
nity at its best. My gratitude to all in helping me through
this.
