~ Our first rated show of this year was
Saturday, August 20, at Shadow Ridge with
judge Laurie Falvo Doyle. Our second, now
rated, and final show of 2011 is October
29th - tentatively slated for Pepperglen
Farm in Norco.

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EHV-1 Just a Distant

Memory? Not so Fast

Even though the worry about EHV-1 has de-
creased over the last several months, we are still
not completely out of the woods. In late June the
California Department of Food and Agriculture,
issued the following press release:

CALIFORNIA DECLARES CONTAINMENT
OF EQUINE HERPES VIRUS (EHV-1) OUT-
BREAK

SACRAMENTO, June 20, 201i1 The recent disease out-
break of the neuropathogenic strain of Equine Herpes V|rus
-1 (EHV-1) associated with the horses that attended the |Na-
tional Cutting Horse Associations Western National Chajm
pionships in Ogden, UT is contained. Containment is baged
on the fact that California has gone more than 14 days ffomn
the last clinical case onset date without a confirmed clinicd|
case of EHVL.

However, Take Contact reader, Terri Cummings,

passes along the following email from Katie Flynn ja

U.C. Davis:

Good evening EMMP Advisory Committee Member and
Equine Task Force Member,

August 24, 2011: Two additional EHV -1 cases confirmed
Two (2) additional horses on the affected premises have
been confirmed positive by nasal swab for the neuropatho-
genic strain of EHV-1. The only clinical sign displayed by
these two horses was a fever. The affected premises is un-
der quarantine and the thirteen (13) other horses currently on
the property are being monitored. Current epidemiologic in-
vestigation findings indicate minimal risk of disease spread
from this closed premises.

A check of the CDFA website at press time
yielded the following update:

September 2, 2011: No new EHV -1 Cases

The affected premises remains under quarantine. All horses have
had temperatures monitored twice a day. No additional horses
have demonstrated a fever or any other compatible clinical signs.
Temperature monitoring and observations of all horses on the
premises will continue through next week. The next update to this
website will be September 6, 2011
